b) tasks that can be taken over by the technician
3. Technician was trained by the BMT pharmacist.

4. Technician began performing part of the tasks under the supervision of
the pharmacist.

5. Time spent by technician was measured for a period of 7 weeks.

6. Accuracy of the preparation was evaluated by the BMT pharmacist.
